Following Chris’s passing much of his angling collection was auctioned in line with his final wishes. The remainder was kindly donated to the Carp Society. Most of those significant items are now on permanent 
display in the Society Museum at Horseshoe for all to see. That said we have a significant number of other items, many books etc. which we intend to sell/auction at our event in July this year.

 Every book now has a unique certificate of authenticity, signed by Chris’s son Martyn, confirming it was part of Chris’s collection. As there were too many books to auction, we have divided them into two 
groups.
